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In term 5 our theme will be ‘Under African Skies’ we are looking forward to learning about Africa and in particular Kenya. We will be linking this to fiction and non-fiction books and geography.


Communication and Language/English: We will be using different texts linked to Africa this term.  We will start this term learning a story off by heart called Handa’s Surprise, the children will dive into the text through drama activities, moving into reading and then recording their ideas about the story. The children will be learning the story off by heart with actions to support them. I hope they share this at home with you.


Mathematical Development/Maths: This term we will be learning to count in tens, make equal groups and move onto repeated addition. We will also look at doubling, grouping and sharing.  Our maths always includes solving problems using practical maths equipment.


Understanding the world (UW)/Science: 


In Science we are going to be focusing on animals which links nicely with our Africa theme. We will be naming and sorting a variety of different common animals. We will also look at the features of these animals.
