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In term 6 our theme will be ‘I do like to be beside the seaside’ we are looking forward to learning about pirates, the seaside and under the sea.


Communication and Language/English: We will be using different texts linked to the sea this term including poems and songs. We continue to plan our writing before we write and check it makes sense and that we have included correct punctuation. We will continue to learn about spelling and grammar rules such as adding ‘ing’ or ‘ed’ to a word or what an adjective or a noun is. When reading we will develop our comprehension skills e.g. talk about what the story is about and how we know.


Mathematical Development/Maths: This term we will be learning to recognise, find and name a half/quarter of an object, shape or quantity We will also be looking at describing position, direction and movement, including whole, half, quarter and three-quarter turns. The number work will be based on place value. Our maths always includes solving problems using practical maths equipment such as Numicon.


Understanding the world (UW)/Science: 


In Science we are going to be continuing our learning about animals and moving onto humans and identify the features of a human including looking at the skeleton and muscles and teeth
