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PE & Games:


The Year 4 children will receive teaching in swimming whilst the Year 2 and 3 children will continue to be taught by an outside specialist for one session a week. In their second session all the children will be learning how to play cricket.





RE: 


This term the children will be continuing to learn about Islam. They will continue to learn about the teaching s of the prophet Muhammed (pbuh), holy or special places and what we can learn from Islam.





Music:


This term the children will be looking into simple compositions. Beginning to investigate how musicians record their ideas as compositions, exploring the descriptive music of two major composers and composing a simple introduction for a song.








Computing: 


The children will investigate sound editing this term. The children will begin by learning to use sound editing software to compose simple pieces of music before experimenting with recording their voices and editing them to create short stories.





French:


The children will continue to learn basic French phrases for conversational use and further their knowledge of how to describe themselves.








DT:


This term the children will be undertaking Design and Technology projects linked to their learning about Ancient Egypt.





Please ensure a named PE kit is in school at all times. Please make sure all uniform is named. Homework will be given out on Fridays to be completed and handed in on Wednesdays. Please hear your child read as regularly as possible and ensure that you record this in their reading record. Please remember to help your child learn their spellings and times tables each week also.





English:


This term the children will be using their growing knowledge of the Ancient Egyptians to write a non-fiction instruction text and applying the necessary grammar targets appropriate for the genre. They will finish their year with the reading, reciting and creation of their own poetry.


Maths:


The children will continue to learn about using units of measure to understand area and perimeter. They will measure and compare units of mass, capacity and temperature before finishing off the year with units on time and statistics.


Science


The topic this term is Rocks. The children will compare and group together different kinds of rocks on the basis of their appearance and simple physical properties. They will describe in simple terms how fossils are formed and recognise that soils are made from rocks and organic matter.


History/Geography:


The children will continue to learn about the Ancient Egyptian civilisation. They will begin by reviewing their planning and learning from last term and then choosing how they want to meet this term’s learning objectives.
