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Art and DT:


The key skills in these subjects will be explored through topic and science work. The children will produce some maps and constructions to support  their learning in both subjects.





French:


The children will continue to increase their French vocabulary,


this term the focus will be on the family.





Computing and music : 


The children will be developing their knowledge of composing and mixing using the Garageband app.


In addition we are eagerly awaiting our chance to shine at Young Voices 2018 and be part of the world’s largest choir.








PE & Games:


The focus this term is circuit training and Coach Tom will be teaching some key sports skills such as stopping and starting, balance and agility.








PSHE: The children will continue to learn the benefits of democracy. To listen to and discuss decisions that affect themselves and the school community.





RE: 


The children will be exploring some of the parables through storytelling, paintings and design. 





English:


We will continue to read and work from Goodnight Mr Tom exploring a range of writing genre.  The children will be looking at the vocabulary used in arguments and debates. We will also be using the suffragette movement as an inspiration for writing.


Maths:


Spring term the children shall be consolidating previous learning of fractions and decimal numbers, and learning how to add, subtract, multiply and divide fractions . Children will be learning the relationship between fractions decimals and percentages.  In addition we will also be learning more detailed properties of shapes and will be developing their knowledge of measuring angles, areas and volumes.


Science


Our topic this term is Forces. We will look at how to identify the effects of gravity, air resistance, water resistance and friction. We will look at how these forces effect objects and how they interact.


History/Geography:


Spring term focus will be on War time Britain and Sir Winston Churchill. In geography we shall be looking at the water cycle and rivers.
