English:


The first few weeks we will be basing a variety of writing tasks on the Suffragette movement. It is 100 years since women got the vote in the UK. The work is centred around a folk song called Derby Day which deals with the death of Emily Davison. The children will be writing historical recounts, newspaper reports and balanced arguments.


Maths:


We will continue to consolidate last terms work on fractions, decimals and percentages through mental and oral starters.  The main topic will be on shape, measure and geometry. The children will be learning more detailed properties of shapes and will be developing their knowledge of angles and measuring of area and volume.


Science


Our topic this term is Animals and humans. The children will learn to identify and name the main parts of the human circulatory system, and explain the functions of the heart, blood and vessels. In addition, they will recognise the impact of diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on the way their bodies function and describe the ways in which nutrients and water are transported within animals, including humans.
