English:


This term we will work on a topic about Jamie Oliver. The children will research his life and career, producing a biography. We will also work on writing instruction texts as well as a balanced argument on a topical food subject. In addition, we will be doing some work around school dinners and the impact that the Jamie Oliver had on challenging the quality of food in schools.


Maths:
