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In term 1 our theme will be ‘What is it like to live there?’ we are looking forward to learning about where we live and the United Kingdom.


Communication and Language/English: We will be using the story of The Three Little Pigs in English this term. We will learn it off by heart so that we can confidently retell and rewrite the story. We will be completing drama activities about the story and making puppets, so we can retell the story. We will look at features of the story and complete comprehension activities linked to the story. 


Mathematical Development/Maths: This term we will be learning about place value.  The children will learn about reading and writing numbers and begin to recognise the value of each digit. They will identify and represent numbers using a number line and compare and order numbers. Towards the end of the term we will start looking at addition and subtraction with the recall of addition facts. Our maths always includes solving problems using practical maths equipment such as Numicon.


Understanding the world (UW)/Science: 


In Science we are going to be learning about Animals including humans. The children will look at how animals and humans grow and what both animals and humans need to survive. We will then look at healthy eating and lifestyle for humans.
