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PE & Games:


The children will continue to be taught by an outside specialist for one session a week. And in their second session will be developing their gross motor skills and stamina through circuit training.








RE: 


This term the children will be studying more of Jesus’ teachings. Including the Unforgiving Servant, workers in the vineyard, the parable of the sower and the prodigal son.





DT:


Our focus this term is evaluating and improving a product. The children will be making resources to support our learning in English about pirates.





French:


The children will continue to learn basic French phrases for conversational use focussing on what’s your name, how are you and where are you from.








Music:


This term the children will be identifying the different rhythms found in simple songs and instrumentals. They will be learning to use their voice to create an ostinato and combining it with others.








Computing: 


The children will continue to learn how to make a short narrated video of themselves practising a sport technique, with a focus on editing skills. They will also learn more about e-safety and the role they play in this. 





English:


This term the children will be undertaking a term long task to write an adventure story about pirates in 5 chapters.  In grammar they will be learning about inverted commas and direct speech (Y2- contractions and possessive apostrophes), fronted adverbials, expanded noun phrases (Y4- prepositional phrases) and a range of conjunctions. 


Maths:


The children will continue their work on division and begin learning more formal methods to answer division problems. They will be studying the properties of shape including parallel and perpendicular lines, symmetry, right angles, acute and obtuse angles.


Science


The topic this term is Light. The children will identify reflective surfaces, recognise that light from the sun can be dangerous and that there are ways to protect their eyes. They will also recognise that shadows are formed when the light from a light source is blocked by a solid object and find patterns in the way that the sizes of shadows change.


History/Geography:


The children will be developing their knowledge of and ability to read and interpret maps. They will be developing their knowledge of the variety of compass directions, how to read and write 4-digit grid references interpret a map's key.
